Back-Up Sensors Are Worth the Cost

Each year, back-over accidents kill 100’s of US children .

In many cases, the accident happens in the child’s own

When the vehicle comes within five feet of an object,
the alarm will sound and increase in frequency as a driver gets closer to the object.

While sensors come standard on some new cars, after-market back-up sensors cost an
average of $100, a small price to pay to keep a child safe.

1/4 teaspoon paprika

1/2 cup balsamic vinegar
