Safety Signs 
Eight members 
of a traditional 
Amish group 
were put behind 
bars after refus-
ing to pay fines 
for failure to dis-
play orange-red safety triangles on 
their horse-drawn buggies. The eight 
are serving sentences ranging be-
tween three and 10 days for failing to 
pay the fines on religious grounds.

Q: What are “punitive damages”? 

A: Punitive damages are damages that are awarded for the 

purpose of punishment or with the intent of deterring the 

behavior that brought about the injuries or damages. In real 

world terms, this type of damages is awarded when the acci-

dent that caused the Plaintiff's injuries was reckless conduct 

more  extreme than an ordinary accident.  

 

A good example of  a case where punitive damages are of-

ten awarded is a case where a drunk driver caused a car 

accident. Because driving drunk is such an extreme violation 

of the law, a Plaintiff that is injured in an automobile accident 

that is caused by a drunk driver is entitled to punitive dam-

ages in addition to the damages he would be entitled to in a 

typical car wreck.

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City Spotlight: 
How Well Do You Know Kingstree? 

Kingstree was originally named Williamsburg in colonial times by 

the Lords Proprieters. However, when an unusually large 

white pine was found along the Black River, the king claimed it 
and put a broad arrow mark on the tree so that no one else 

would cut it down. The king’s intention was to use the tree to 
make a mast for a ship, which is a common use for tall white 

pines. The tree never was cut down. Over 
the years, the county decided to keep the 

name Williamsburg, while the county 

seat became known as The King's Tree, 

which gave rise to its modern name of 

Kingstree. One of the first families of set-
tlers of Kingstree was the Witherspoons, 

who emigrated from Northern Ireland.

Nursing home neglect often arises in situations where a facility is understaffed, overworked or improperly trained.  Warning signs 

that your loved one may be experiencing neglect at a nursing home include: 
 

Malnourishment  

Dehydration 

Pressure ulcers (bedsores) 

Unexplained injuries 

Open wounds, cuts, or bruises 

Unsanitary or unclean conditions 
 

The negligent conduct that can give rise to these types of conditions are: 
 

Failure to provide routine care; 

Failure to assist patients with feeding; 

Failure to supervise patients at mealtime; 

Failure to keep patients from sitting or lying in one place too long;  

Failure to provide preventative treatment/services; and 

Failure to provide medical assistance. 
 

In facilities with such problems, patients often fail to receive proper treatment, medical attention and nutrition, and can u ltimately 

die due to this type of negligence. This is why it is important to take note of your elderõs physical condition and immediately docu-

ment any suspicious evidence of neglectful conduct. 
 

If you or someone you know has experienced these or similar mistreatment at a nursing home, you should first report the abuse 

and then contact a personal injury attorney. They will discuss with you whether or not you have a negligence or medical malpractice 

claim against the nursing home where the neglect occurred.

The privilege of riding a motorcycle comes with responsibilities that help to keep drivers safe. There are laws 

that you must follow once you pass the motorcycle road skills test that are specifically designed to protect 

you while on the road and decrease your chances of being involved in a motorcycle accident. Here is a sum-

mary of South Carolina motorcycle laws:  

 

-If you are under 21, you must wear a motorcycle helmet with reflectors on both sides of the helmet at all 

times. Also, if you are under 21, you must wear eye protection if the vehicle does not have a windscreen. 

Although not required, it is highly recommended that riders over this age wear helmets and eye protection as 

well.  

 

-You must have insurance for your motorcycle and carry it with you at all times.  

 

-As a motorcycle driver, you are entitled to full use of a lane and no other motor vehicle may use part of the 

lane that you are using.  

 

-While other motor vehicles may not enter your area of the lane, you must not drive alongside a vehicle in 

order to pass it. Also, you cannot ride in between lanes of traffic. This can prove to be very dangerous since 

other cars may not be able to see you, resulting in a devastating accident.  

 

If you are involved in an accident, the South Carolina statute of limitations for an injury or wrongful death 

claim is three years. So drive safely and if you are involved in a motorcycle accident, it is important to contact 

an experienced South Carolina motorcycle accident attorney immediately.
